DESIGNATION OR NAME OF THE VILLAGE

1. The first component of the village's name is the negative "a," and the second is the fire-related word "bright."
Accordingly, as stated in the Great Cypriot Encyclopedia, the name emphasizes that it is a "fire-safe settlement.”
2. According to tradition, the village's name is associated with Agia Marina's assistance during a fire.
Specifically, as reported by the Community Council, "As the raging fire approached the town and the dense
forest that surrounded it, the villagers huddled together in terror and began to pray. As they were praying, they
suddenly noticed Agia Marina amwng ‘The Saint knelt with them, raised her hands, and said "Alambra,"
which means "Without fire," three times. The village was saved once the fire was contained. Deisi was the
name of the area where the locals gathered, whereas Alambra was the name of the community "As said
previously, the village is not in danger from the fire.

3. Notable, however, is that the name has remained unchanged since the fifth century BCE. The settlement
"hears" the same name, as evidenced by the bronze plaque of Idalio from 450 B.C., which she dates.

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Archaeological

Northeast of the village, a series of archacological digs uncovered a
Middle Bronze Age settlement as well as a cemetery.

In particular, the archaeological mission of Cornell University, under the
direction of John Coleman, conducted comprehensive research in the
